Hspecially are we grateful for the service and wise
counsel of Miss Jayne, our former Tield Worker, and
Miss Howell, our Assistant Corresponding Secretary
and Treasurer, both of whom have come to us from the
Chicago Training School.

We are glad to report this school now comfortably
housed fin the new and commodious building on 2969
Vernon Avenue, Chicago, 11.

The Louisville School has been doing excellent work
ever since its establishment and has for one of its
students this year the first Oklahoma girl entering the
school since its adoption by the 'W. M. U., and subse-
quent opening in October, 1907.

Last year the Executive Committee asked that the
month of Novémber be observed as special Thank-of-
fering month, when we hoped to raise $1,000 to build
and furnish two Oklahoma rooms, one in each of these
schools. We can report only $261.80 of this amount
raised. :
In view of the foregoing facts, your Committee re-
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spectfully recommends that the month of November be
permanently set apart as a special Thanksgiving and
Thank-offering month, and that said offerings be
equally divided and applied on our two Missionary
Training Schools, the one located in Chieago, the other
in Louisville.

ANNUAL REPORT OF LIBRARY COMMITTEE.

Last year our Library Work was an experiment, a
vear of beginnings. This year has been one of growth,
of usefulness. There are at present, traveling in Okla-
homa, twenty-two Missionary Traveling Libraries, com-
posed of the very best books obtainable on Missionary
subjects. The funds for the purchase of these books
have come from special offering, designated for this
purpose. So far the Library Fund has not only heen
sufficient to pay for itself, but has left a small balance
to be used for the purchase of exfra books.

Our books are carefully catalogued and numbered,
and the system used is of the very best.

At the Convention in Ardmore our brethren very
generously subscribed $190 to our Library Fund. Of
this amount $70 has heen paid in, and the remainder
we shall expect during the coming vear. So far nearly
all the Libraries have been given as memorials of great
and good men and women gone before, or in honor of
heroes and heroines who still labor in our Master’s
caugse. Your Committee has written during the year
58 letters, has atiended to the purchase of about 150
books, and spent some time in sorting and arranging
- the books into Iibraries, and in helping to number, mark
and catalogue them. We are hearing from all sides of
the good they are doing and crave your sympathy and
aid in the work, for as the books are used and read,
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we believe there will come a broader conception of the
meaning of our Savior’s last command.

ANNUAL REPORT OF THE ASSISTANT CORRE-
SPONDING SECRETARY AND TREASURER. .

My Dear Sisters:—Three years ago the first of this
month I attended the Annual Baptist Convention of
Oklahoma Territory, held at Oklahoma City. It had
been my ‘privilege during the Associational season to
represent in that territory for the first time our co-
operative work., I took it up with much apprehension
lest I should be unequal to the task of fairly and im-
partially representing Women’s Work in Missions in
the two great sections of our country, the North and
the South. It was the sincere desire of my heart to be
able to do this in a way that wounld lead our women to
such a breadth of vision and such a depth of sympathy
that they would be able to harmonize differences of
customs and methods of work; to choose the best,
wherever it had its origin, and to labor for the Master
in unity and love.

That which I tried fo teach others had its reflex in-
fluence on my own heart and life and I learned valuable
lessons. It is often said that ‘‘experience keeps a dear
school,” and again, ‘‘that experience is the best
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teacher.”” However, many experiences of that sum-
mer’s work have been remembered with pleasure, none
with regret, and I am now thankful to God for the op-
portunity I had of gaining more knowledge of the work
of women in every part of our beloved country. I had
learned to love the co-operative work; I saw in it large
possibilities and great opportunities for the women of
Oklahoma. To have helped develop it would have
been a privilege as well as a great opportunity, but the
Lord of the vineyard saw fit to take me away and to
put the work of development into other hands more
capable than mine.

After a Japse of two and a half years the Master
let me come back to help carry out the plans that have
been made, and to build upon the foundations that have
been laid.

During the six months I have worked this year I
have marvelled again and again at the great progress
that has been made in the past three years. It has ex-
ceeded my highest hope. In that time the union of the
two territories had taken place, and the state organiza-
tion effected. In addition to a vast amount of work
done in local churches nearly all the Associations have
been organized, and their Presidents are learning to do
much efficient service. The apportionment plan has
been adopted and is being successfully earried out, re-
sulting already in many Societies giving regularly and
systematically. .

A uniform State Program for Mission Study has
been arranged and was used by 140 Societies during
the past year, proving to be a great help in interesting
and instructing our women in the cause of Missions.

Traveling Libraries, composed of the best Mission
books obtainable, have been secured and 18 of these
are now traveling from place to place; four more are
ready to be sent out, and reports which come to us in-
dicate that they are a blessing wherever they go. All
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this in three years. I give you this retrospect for the
encouragement of those who have so faithfully labored in
this work. Sucecess has crowned your efforts, and I am
sure our hearts will echo the thought of the Psalmist
when he said, “What shall I render unto the Lord for
4]l His benefits toward me.”’

I rejoice with you today in the great work God has
led you to do and in the opportunities that are ever
widening before wus.

During the six months I have tried to serve you as
Assistant Correspondent Secretary and Treasurer, your
Corresponding Secretary and Treasurer, Mrs. C. A,
Porterfield, although unable to do active work, has been
to me a constant source of inspiration and strength.
For her efficient, faithful, untiring help and adviece I
am very grateful. T am also indebted to many others
for their sympathy and co-operation, and I appreciate
very deeply the kind words in many letters assuring
me of their prayers and co-operation and bidding me
(Gtod-speed in the work.

Our Executive Committee
have had their regular quarterly meetings and have
iried to plan wisely and well for the best good of the
work. .

A very profitable Mid-Year Conference was held at
Norman in April, at which time Miss Edith Crane, Cor-
responding Secretary of W. M. U. was with us and all
were much benefited by her splendid address, as well as
by the personal touch of one so efficient and conse-
crated.

Field Work.

It was also af this meeting that Miss Katherine
Hansen closed her work as Field Worker. She had
worked with so much consecration and zeal that her
going was felt to be a distinet loss, but we rejoice to
" know that her work will live after her.
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At this time the Commitiee was led to select Miss
Mattie Braswell, of Texas, as her successor, and her
work began the first of June. Miss Braswell came to
a new field and new methods of work. We believe
she has used wisdom in her work and has been faith-
ful to every duty, and that seed has been sown that
will spring up and bring forth an abundant harvest.

Much of the time of the Field Worker and the Corres-
ponding Secretary in the last three months has been
spent visiting Associations. Our President, Miss Payne,
Mrs. L. L. Smith and Mrs. B. A. Loving all gave much
appreciated help in this work. All but two Associa-
tions have now been organized. In many of them the
work has advanced along every line and there is much
reason for encouragemenf. In some of them, although
but few Societies are organized, we found a sirong de-
gire on the part of both the women and the pastors to
fall into line with our work.

Our Associational Presidents

are giving time and money to the work, and we feel
more and more that we must look to them as a means
to greater success. We appreciate what they have al-
ready done and hope that their aims and ideals for the
coming year will be for still better work, and that they
may succeed in getting in touch with every church in
their Association.

Special Days and Weeks of Prayer
have been observed as last year, and through the kind-
ness of our co-operating Boards we have received a
splendid supply of liferature to be distributed at such
times. During the next month we hope fo get large
reports from the work of October—Enlistment month.

The State Program

continues to grow in favor. Your Committee, as nsual,
took especial pains in the selecting of literature, and are
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hoping it will prove to be very helpful. At least 200
ought to be used the coming year.

In connection with the program, I wish to speak
again of the importance of doing all we can to get one
or more of our Mission Journals into every home,
The information they contain of the news fresh frem
the Mission fields is invaluable.

Our Missionary Traveling Libraries also afford an

additional means of knowledge. Although we now
have 22, we need many more to supply the demand.

In Conclusion

I wish to say we need more and more to realize our in-
dividual responsibility in the work God has given us
to do.

We need to remember always that the prime object
for which we work is the salvation of souls, and that
money is only a means to an end, and that much valu-
able Missionary work may be done by our Societies in
addition to gathering contributions.

We need to realize more keenly the great necessity
of training the young women and children in this work,
so they can efliciently discharge the duties the coming
years will bring to them,

In the 19th chapter of Luke, in the parable of the
pounds, we find these words: ““Occupy till I come.”
God grant that we may so oceupy this field that the
pounds entrusted to us may be increased an hundred

fold.

While we have not succeeded in raising all we
hoped to do for this year for Missions, our work has
been by no means a failure. There has been a steady
growth; $3,730 has passed through our Treasury
for Missions, against $3,004 last year, making an in-
crease of $726. Last year $400 was sent direct to the
co-operating Boards, while this year only $71 has been
reported as being senf direct.

We believe, in the main, our Societies have siriven
nobly to do what was asked of them, but ounr appor-
tionment was large and some found the burden foo
heavy. So let us rejoice in what we have been able
to do and turn our faces toward the new year with
courage to undertake greater things, believing that God
will bless and prosper us in proportion to our faith-
fulness.

ANNUAL REPORT OF SECRETARY OF YOUNG
WOMEN’S WORK.

Ardmore, Okla., October 26, 1908.
Dear Workers:—It has been my earnest wish and
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hope for many days that I might meet with you in the
great Convention assembled; but Providence at times
brings foreibly to our minds and hearts the stern though
profitable realization that ‘‘our ways are not His
ways,’’ and that His ways are ever the best. In mak-
ing the sacrifice I have tried to believe that it is not
in vain, but that my spirit in communion and consul-
tation with your spirits, shall receive an equal bless-
ing, even though great distance and deplorable loss
separate us. Pray for our home in its mighty need;
that our confidence may not abate and that our vision
shall become brighter and more glorious in the days
that are to follow.

And now, as to a report of the work of the past
vear, I come before you with a confession. There were
times when I might have done more towards bringing
about ‘‘the coming of His kingdom and the execution
of His will.”” Times when immediate action, perhaps,
would have spared irremediable loss. You will forgive
me when I have been negligent; when I have failed to
incorporate in my own experience the blessed truths
that another of less pretentions would possibly have
embodied. And then I come with thanksgiving. There
has been a certain joy in the doing of the simple tasks
in my Master’s name. The appeal for help has oftimes
gone unheard, and yet in the few responses I have
found a willingness to serve that is a compensation for
every struggle. Some souls have become interested
that were formerly otherwise engaged; some names have
been added to the Iist that will, through Christian con-
secration and development, mean much to the churches
in which they will work. Whilst some have heen woe-
fully indifferent to the call, others have been kind and
thoughtful in their extension of courtesies. We do not
count the attempt to enlist soldiers in the ¢‘‘Battle
Royal” a failure, for we have spoken in God’s behalf,
and He always understands. And then I come with
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assurance. Assurance that some day Struggle and Vie-
tory will meet as Jacob and the Angel. Then struggle
will have taught us something of the power of God
and the infinite sweep of His gospel as we hear Him
say, ‘“We did not let thee go until thou didst bless us.”’

Briefly let me call your attention to just a few of
the problems as viewed from the ‘“fields white unto the
harvest.”” Tirst and foremost to me, is the pressing
need of Field Work. We must touch these dormant
lives and Societies personally if we would interest them
in the mighty cause of Missions. They seem to be un-
conscious of the fact that the appeal is none the less
urgent because it comes from the distant heart and
voice of your Secretary. .

Sometimes I have thought if T could have spoken face
to face with the members, T might have been able to
enlist their sympathy and win their co-operation. If
the employment of one who shall look to this particu-
lar phase of our work is impossible, may we not be able
to find one who will be glad to give her services, if an
occasional expense is paid. The calls have been many
and I have felt keenly the advisability of such an ex-
penditure; traveling funds allowed, could surely be
made up in the way of contributions from the Society
where special interest has been manifested in the Field
Work done.

There is, furthermore, a scarcity of literature for
young minds and hearts. We have many good whole-
some books and leaflets plentiful in their importation of
truth; but there is still a greater demand for those
books which, clothed in simplicity of style and beauty
of illustration, create in the mind of the reader a larger
longing to know more of real Missionary life and his-
tory.

I am especially grateful for any work that has been
given to the Y. W, Auxiliaries by the various members
of this Committee. Mrs. Carleton has been splendid in
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her assistance, and to her I express my hearty thanks.

May the blessings of God rest abundantly upon you,
and may whatever inconsistency there may be in our
life or methods be but a revelation from God showing
us the futility of working without Him, and the inex-
pressible joy of finding out the secret of His exalted
character,

ANNUAL REPORT OF SECRETARY OF JUNIOR
WORK.

Dear Sisters:—When you elected me to the position
of Secretary of the Junior Work, it was with the under-
standing that correspondence would constitute the work
of the office.

Acting on the suggestion, I have written to all the
Maces at which I could obtain any addresses—which
were not a few.

My probable number of letters being 75 or 80. Re-
sponses have been very few, comparatively, but those
received were very interesting and encouraging. My
first response was from Miss Lillian Fahrney, who has
an organization of girls only about eight in number,
but who are very much interested and were pledged to
raise $10.00 for Miss Hansen. If they succeeded
I have had no report, but with such a leader they have
no doubt done much good. _

Mrs. Judge Gill had a Junior Boys’ Society, but of
her work I have mo report. Miss 1. H. Galloup, of
Blackwell wrote of a recently organized Junior which
expected to take up the work of a Missionary open
meeting and the spirit manifested was enthusiastic. I
do not know the number enrolled.

At Edmund Miss Willie N. G, Hunt is a Leader and
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is assisted by Miss Grace Hamilton. There were 20
members at last report, one member wheo is a good or-
ganist and one who intends to be a Missionary. The
leader has dedicated her voice to the Lord, and I have
no doubt that Junior will he a grand success.

The Atoka Junior is led by Miss Lulu Johnson, and
numbers about 15. Miss Johnson I have the good for-
tune to know personally, and know her to be a conse-
crated girl. They have taken up Mission study and
contributed $1.50 to Home Missions, $1.00 to State Mis-
sions, and some other contributions to the Murrow In-
dian Orphanage and special Sunday School Work.

There is a newly organized Junior at Hartshorn, of
which Miss Lillian Harvis is Leader. I have heard
nothing since the report of the organization.

There is a Junior at Guthrie, which has contributed
to Home Missions $5.00, and to Foreign Missions $2.00,
Its Leader is our own Mrs. Halsted, and the number
enrolled during the vear is 65. They expect to take up
the work of the Oklahoma Baptist Orphans’ Home as
a special work soon.

At Shawnee, Mrs. W. R. Branch has done great
work, having over 130 members. They use the lesson
laid down in “‘Our Junior,’’ also in ‘‘Service;’’ use
badges and pins which designate their membership and
no doubt enthuses the little ones and makes them feel
their importance as such. Semi-annually there is held
an examination in these lessons, and, wonderful to re-
late, every one who took the examination passed and
received the certificate. After they receive four cer-
tificates they are entitled {0 a diploma, which promotes
them to membership in the B. Y. P. U. The work has
been wonderfully done by Mrs. Branch, who has only
been in charge about a year. Thirty-five dollars has
been given to help in building the church and $5.00 was
sent to Miss McKenzie’s school in China. Fach month
a collection is taken, and they are saving the money
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until they decide what is the best object npon which to
bestow it.

At Paul’s Valley Miss Sallie Cheek is Leader of 50
voung children, and the organization is only three
months old. They are studying the literature for
Junior Work, but being so new, no special work has
been taken up.

If the women of the wvarious churches knew how
much it means to have the seed sown in the hearts of
the children, they wounld no doubt take more interest in
the up-building of Junior Work. The hearts and
pocket-books of the parents are now easily reached
through the interest of the children in such subjects.

There is no better way to interest mothers (and
fathers, too) in Missions than to fill the hearts and
minds of the children with the subjects.

I trust each representative here will see that her
church has a Junior before Christmas, and that the
Mission work is represented in the Christmas Program.

ANNUAIL REPORT OF SECRETARY OF BABY
BAND WORK.

During the six months since we took up the work of
B. B. Secretary we have been forming plans, studying
methods and laying foundations for a larger work in
the future.

We feel that there are great opportunities, as well
as great responsibilities for us in this work, and while
we have scarcely yet begun to put in operation any
plans, we take courage because of the bright outlook,
and are greatful for the measure of success attending
our efforts.

We are glad to report the work self-sustaining from
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the first, and hope before many months to be able to
turn some money into the Treasury,

Since the Executive Meefing at Norman I have se-
cured the pictures, cnts, ete., for the certificates, and
same are now in the hands of the printer. During the
two weeks tour I made with Mr. Loving and Bro.
Moorer, in our Associafion, I presented the work where
possible. At our Associational meeting I spoke of the
work, securing a few memberships. I have had cor-
respondence with over 100 of our strongest churches.
In some of these I find excellent material for Leaders,
and an interest in the work which is very gratifying.

‘We want to recommend: ,

First. That you instruct your Secretary to get out
a small leaflet, or tract explaining about the work,, and
such other material as she may find necessary for the
carrying forward of the work during the coming year.

Second. That in addition to the membership fees,
the children be given little mite boxes to fill, and asked
in this way to contribute to our work. And that these
offerings be taken quarterly, as follows: First quarter
for W. B. H. M. 8.; second quarter for Home Depart-
ment of W. M. U, third guarter for W. B. F'. M. 8. of
the West, fourth quarter for Foreign Department of
W. M. U,, and that all offerings be equally divided be-
tween the above Societies,

Third. That an annual offering be made from the
Primary Departments of our Sunday Schools for the
Homes for Misgionaries’ children.

1:24, As you sit
together in another Annual Meeting praising God for
His manifold blessings, rejoicing over victories gained,
planning for the coming year, as only a band of con-
secrated women can do, who desire nothing else, but to
be guided and directed by the Holy Spirit to attempt
greater things for His name’s honor and glory, 1 shall
be with you dear sisters in spirit and prayer. May His
richest blessings rest upon you most abundantly in all
of your sessions, and may His love and peace and grace
abound in all of your hearts and actions.

For weeks there has not been a day but my heart
has gone up in supplication to the Throne of Grace for
a glorious success and vietory in the campaign in Okla-
homa, both for the Convention proper, and the Wo-
men’s Work. I hardly believe there can be any one of
the workers actualiy engaged in the work who can be
more eager and anxious for its final outcome, or more
rejoiced over victories gained.

For six years in succession it was my privilege and
pleasure to attend the Baptist Conventions of Oklahoma;
and, oh, how my heart has rejoiced and gone up in
praise and thanksgiving to God from year to year for
the glorious advances made, and the T.ord only knows
how I loved the work and the Baptist people of Okla-
homa. May the Lord ever bless them for all their
kindness and love to this weak and unworthy servant of
His, and for you, my dear sisters, my prayer shall ever
be, that the Lord may abundantly reward you.

I believe you would all like to hear me say that I
am ‘““very happy’’ in married life; it has indeed been a
choosing from the Lord, and our union is a complete
one. :
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But the condition of ““Our Work”’ here in New
Mexico is a sad one, it makes my heart ache and tra-
vail in sorrow and prayer. It is “‘Frontier Work?’’ sure
enough. We have a large territory, have 400,000 pop-
ulation—of them 150,000 are Mexicans (Catholies), and
50,000 Indians. At the last Convention we had only
two churches that were self-supporting, and most of
our churches are little weak Mission points that need
help, oh, so much, and cannot get it, because the Board
has not got it to give.

We are having a hard struggle here at Willard.
We have sixteen members, only six of them living in
town. Some of the others have had to move to their
claims since they joined, and are situated so that they
cannot attend nor give any support. We feel this will
become an important point in the future, but with
saloons and everything else to drag the people down, to
keep them from taking any interest in religious work,
and all sorts of difficulties and opposition, it makes the
burden very hard, but we feel that we must hold on fo
cur little work begun here. If any of you can help us
in any way it will be greatly appreciated. Wil you
not all pray for us most earnestly? Not only our
little church here at Willard, but for the Work and the
Workers in New Mexico? We hope to organize a Ter-
ritorial Women’s Organization at our Convention in
December. I need not say that I would love to be in
your midst. I must confess that while I have been
writing a longing has taken hold of my heart, to look
into your faces and clasp your hands in tender greeting
once more. But it cannot be—may the Lord give
strength and courage to be faithful and loyal and true,
to stand fast and immovable, ever abounding in the
work of the Lord, no matter where He may put us.

May the Lord be with you. Greet the brethren as-
sembled.

Ye the Lord.”

A beautiful solo, ““The Lord Is My Shepherd,”’ was
 sung by Miss Guest, of Bacone,

Mrs. . J. White, a Missionary on furlough from
Shanghai, China, addressed us on the work of the W.
B. F. M. 8. W. She mentioned our lack of representa-
fives on the field and rejoiced with us that one from
Oklahoma is soon to be sent out. She told of how
carefully the native Christians are trained to tell others
of Jesus, of wonderful sunrise and {wilight prayer
meetings in Miss Elgie’s School at Ningpo, and con-
trasted, from scenes she had witnessed, the despair of
the Buddhist woman’s ery, ‘‘Oh, Buddha, have mercy,”’
with the calm sweet faith of the Christian Chinese wo-
man in the hour of affliction.

Following the address an offering for our Training
Schools was taken,

The Chairman of the Committee on Resolutions re-
quested permission to read them again before this body,
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and on reading resolution I presented, in behalf of the
Society, a beautiful bouquet of chrysanthemums to the
retiring President.

REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON RECOMMENDATIONS

The Committee on Recommendations respectfully
submit the following report:

First. For the coming year we would recommend
that our Societies adopt the same schedule in making
offeri_ngs for the objects included in our apportionment
that is recommended by the State Board.

Second. We also recommend that the appoﬂlon-
ment for next year be made on the basis of 10 per
cent increase on last year’s contribution, plus last year’s
deficit. ‘

Third. We call special attention to the work of
supporting orphans, both white and Indian children,
Our work as women is especially for women and chil-
dren and there is no work that more quickly excites
our deepest sympathy, or is more deserving of our
heartiest support. Therefore, we recommend that our
Societies make liberal contributions to the support of
the Oklahoma Baptist Orphan’s Home at Oklahoma
City, which is under the control of the State Conven-
tion, and the Murrow Indian Orphans’ Home, located at
Unchuka, Okla., and under the control of the American
Baptist Home Mission Society of New York. We urge
that a special effort be made for this work during the -
months of November and December, according to the
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State schedule, and that the contributions be sent to
W. A, MeKinney, of Oklahoma City, and Rev. J. S.
Murrow of Atoka,

We present the following recommendations made by
the President, Mrs. T. C. Carleton:

Fourth. That some measure be adopted to avoid a
repetition of the embarrassment of the year just closed,
in regard to finances. The Treasury has been crippled
and the Workers have heen harrassed by financial per-
plexities. To remedy this I suggest not only the
method of systematic and proportionate remittances
quarterly, but the placing of special stress on the first
two quarters, and urge every Worker here fo see that
her Society works this plan.

Fifth. That three Vice Presidents (we now have
only two) be appointed as Superintendents of five dis-
tricts—Northeast, Southeast, Northwest, Southwest and
South Central, whose transportation to Executive Meet-
ings shall be paid by their respective districts.

Sixth. That this body co-operate with the Young
People’s Forward Movement, in the endeavor to have
the study of Missions placed on an equal footing with
literature and science in our Colleges, so that students
may have an intelligent concepfion of this great de-
partment of study, and also that we lend our aid in the
establishment of the study of Missions in our Sunday
Schools. To this end it is recommended that a stand-
ing committee be appointed to confer to the proper
officials in regard to carrying their plans into effect.

Seventh. That copies of Tidings, Helping Hand,
Our Home Field, the Foreign Mission Journal, World
‘Wide and Kind Words be placed in the reading rooms
of the State University, Y. W. C. A, and all Baptist
Schools, where they are not now on file, and that one of
the Missionary Traveling Libraries be kept in our Bap-
tist Schools in Oklahoma during the school year.

Respectfully submitted, SUE O. HOWELL, Chmn.
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Number five was tabled. Number seven was adopt-
ed, with such amendments as the Corresponding Secre-
tary and Library Committee may see best to make.
All others unanimously adopted.

Six thousand dollars was the amount decided upon
as our aim for the year, including the deficit of the past
year.

A recommendation also carried to furnish Corres-
ponding Secretary with a telephone.
