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Organize—Basic Resources


Leader Guide: Use sticky notes to mark the monthly unit page, the current session, songs, and additional information. Prepare a folder or zip-lock bag for the leader guide, plan sheets, supplies, and other resources. Include a calendar and information about members and prospects for your department.


Learner Guide: Separate the weekly pages and sort by months.  File the current month with the leader guide. 


Leader Pack:  Sort the pack items by months in the quarter.  Label zip-lock bags to file pack items for each month.  Refer to the leader pack instruction sheet to prepare items for the current month. Copy the instruction sheet to use with the leader guide.


Enhanced Music CD: Print the CD files to add to the monthly leader pack items. Prepare an additional bag for the files to use throughout the quarter. Copy the CD folder to use with the leader guide.

 Organize Personal Resources:
